NYC Trends

w Over 53% of renters were rent burdened (paying
more than 30% of their income on rent) in 2008

¢ Individual percentage of Black, Hispanic, and Asian who
were rent burdened increaseglan astonishing 56.2% of
Asian renters pay more than 30% of their income on gross
rent.

w 80% of lomincome New Yorkers in the private rental
market pay more than 30% of their income on rent,
and nearly half were paying more than 50% of their
Income on rent.

Chinatown/Lower East Side Trends

w Housing stock in the area is some of the oldest in the city,
which means that many families without financial resources
live in dangerous and uninhabitable conditions.

w Chinatown and LES lost 10% of its reagulated units
between the years 2002005. This, coupled with a lack of
financial resources, limits options for many in our community.

w We have seen situations where 12 people will live in a one
bedroom apartment due to a lack of affordable housing.

¢ In fact, foreignborn New Yorkers are three times more likely to live in
overcrowded conditions, with 1 in 4 immigrants in cramped living
guarters, as compared to just 8% of nativern residents.

w Childhood lead poisoning is a health problem that may be
associated with decreased intelligence, learning and behavioral
problems, and delayed growth and development. While the
number of leadpoisoned children (A7 years old) in New York City
has declined dramatically over the past decade, the Health
Department aims to eliminate lead poisoning by preventing _
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w In 2004, 84 children on the Lower East Side (17/1,000) were newly
|dent|f|ed with lead poisoning (defined as a blood lead level greater
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of secondhand smoke or dust, can cause asthma attacks. Some housing

conditions associated with asthma triggers, such as rodent or roach
Infestation, are more common in some neighborhoods than others.

Housing and Health

w Wellconstructed and managed affordable housing
developments can reduce health problems
associated with poor quality housing by limiting
exposure to allergens, neurotoxins and other
dangers.

w Stable, affordable housing may improve health
outcomes for individuals with chronic illnesses and
disabilities and seniors by providing a stable and
efficient platform for the ongoing delivery of health
care and other necessary services.



Housing and Health

w By alleviating crowding, affordable housing can
reduce exposure to stressors and infectious disease
leading to iImprovements in physical and mental
health.

w Use of green building and transitiented
development strategies can lower exposure to
pollutants by improving the energy efficiency of
homes and reducing reliance on personal vehicles.

w By providing families with greater residential
stability, affordable housing can reduce stress and
related adverse health outcomes.
